Initially, the term "globalization"
was based on the view that “The world's needs and desires have been irrevocably
homogenized making the multinational corporation obsolete and the global corporation
absolute” (Levitt, 1983). Yet, this idea seems rather simplistic for describing today’s complex
and increasingly diverse consequences of globalization. The ultimate goal is to harness the
opportunities of globalizing societies by reinforcing best practices, identifying challenges,
and mitigating the negative effects for individuals, local communities, and small to medium
size businesses.
