Thailand TESOL is a professional non-profit and non-political association under the patronage of
H.R.H. Princess Galyani Vadhana Krom Luang Naradhiwas Rajanagarindra. Its prime purposes are;
1. To support English language teaching and learning across the country at all levels as well as
to promote professional development among local teachers through;
1.1 conducting conferences, workshops, seminars, and training
1.2 disseminating academic information through publications
1.3 reinforcing classroom research

2. To act as one of the ELT professional organization
3. To strengthen networking with ELT organizations nationally and internationally

Thailand TESOL Committee and Officers

Thailand TESOL is composed of volunteers who are teachers of English from all types of
educational institutions in Thajland. They all devote their time and energy to achieve the same goal
which is to create a solid foundation of English language teaching and learning in the country.

Regional Affiliates

Thailand TESOL has its own network all over the country. At the moment, there are seven affiliates
located in Chiang Mai (North), Khon Kaen (Upper Northeast) and Ubon Ratchathani (Lower
Northeast), Nakhon Si Thammarat (Upper South) and Songkhla (Lower South), Ayutthaya
(Central), Nakhon Pathom (West) and Chonburi (East). The role of regional affiliates is not only a
center of communication network for the local teachers in their areas of responsibility but also a
leader to drive their local members to walk on the path to success of their teaching career.

International Affiliates and Partners

Thailand TESOL is the member of Pan-Asian Consortium (PAC) which is the international
collaboration among Teachers Associations from six countries: The Japan Association for
Language Teaching (JALT), Korea Teachers of English to Speakers of Other Languages
(KOTESOL), the English Teachers Association of the Republic of China (ETA-ROC), Far East
English Language Teachers Association of Russia (FEELTA), the Philippine Association for
Language Teaching Inc. (PALT) and Thailand TESOL.

Also, Thailand TESOL is allied with Teachers of English to Speakers of Other Languages, Inc.
(TESOL) in the United States of America, the International Association of Teachers of English as a
Foreign Language (IATEFL) in Great Britain, TESOL Canada, Asia Teachers of English as a
Foreign Language (Asia TEFL), the Korea Association of Teachers of English (KATE), the Japan
Association of College English Teachers (JACET), the Malaysian English Language Teaching
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Association (MELTA), Penang English Language Learning and Teaching Association (PELLTA),
the Association of Teachers of English as a Foreign Language in Indonesia (TEFLIN), the Regional
Language Center (RELC) in Singapore, the Applied Linguistics Association of Korea (ALAK).

International Conference and Seminar

Thailand TESOL holds an international conference every year usually in late January. The locations
of the conference are in Bangkok, Chiang Mai and Khon Kaen alternatively. There are normally
presentations of over 250 international specialists in English language teaching. The conference is
truly the showcase of the works related to language teaching and learning of Thai teachers and
practitioners from all over the world.

Apart from the annual international conference, Thailand TESOL also organizes domestic seminars,
workshops and training for local teachers of English at any level all over the country in order to
fulfill the needs in professional development, to enlarge language teaching community as well as to
create a strong professional network.

Publications

Thailand TESOL offers a number of publications in order to provide both pedagogical and
theoretical insights of language teaching and learning communities to Thailand TESOL members,
teachers, teacher trainers, educational policy makers and any TESOL practitioners. The publications

are as the following;

1. ThaiTESOL E-Newsletter is a newsletter issued every 4 months, putting together Thailand
TESOL activities and practical English teaching and learning resources/techniques.

2. ThaiTESOL Journals is published and uploaded online semiannually. It contains initiative
language teaching and learning perspectives, classroom researches, and book reviews.

3. ThaiTESOL Conference Proceedings is launched in March after annual Thailand TESOL
international conference. It is a collection of contents presented in the conference.
