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content is in the correct page order. Please specify 3cm for the top, bottom, left, and right margins. The paper
should be no more than 15 pages in the A4 size.

TABLES AND FIGURES

Tables and figures must appear within the text and not at the end of the text. They should be numbered
sequentially, e.g., Table 1, Table 2, Table 3, etc. Include a title for each (in upper- and lower-case letters), to
explain the contents. For example:
