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Details for Participation in the Invention and Innovation Competition

The National Research Council of Thailand (NRCT), under the Ministry of Higher
Education, Science, Research, and Innovation (MHESI), is an organization that promotes and
supports the development of human resources in research and innovation. This is achieved
by motivating researchers and inventors to create high-quality research, inventions, and
innovations, and by supporting them in developing their work for various practical applications.
To this end, the “2025 Bangkok International Intellectual Property, Invention, Innovation and
Technology Exposition” (IPITEx 2025) in Thailand Inventors’ Day 2025 has been organized to
provide Thai inventors and innovators the opportunity to showcase their inventive potential

and exchange experiences with international inventors.

Eligibility of Submitted Inventions

1. Must be the work of inventors from government agencies, universities, schools,
state enterprises, or the private sector, with official endorsement from the affiliated agency.

2. The invention must be completed and ready for practical use. Evidence of usage
or endorsements by users can be attached for consideration by the committee. If the invention
has previously received an award from NRCT or other organizations, it must show significant
improvements, highlighting clear differences. (Prior awards will not affect the judgment, as the
committee will focus on the advancement of the invention).

3, The invention should reflect the development of modern technology, intelligent design,
safety, ease of use, appropriate materials, and the application of research knowledge or relevant

academic principles.



4. The invention must not be entered and exhibited in other areas within the in Thailand
Inventors’ Day 2025 such as Thailand New Gen Inventors Award 2025, The National Research

Council of Thailand Award, etc.

5. The invention must not be a copy of another’s work. This is the responsibility of the
submitting participant. In the event of any infringement or legal disputes, the applicant will bear full
responsibility.

6. Participants must be present to compete and exhibit their inventions from 2 - 6 February 2025,

until the event concludes.

2. Final Round Judging: 2 — 6 February 2025, during the “Thailand Inventors’ Day 2025” where
inventions must be exhibited and presented in English. Not participating will result in forfeiting

the right to compete.

3. Presentation poster in English, A0 size (portrait), in JPEG or PNG format
4. Video presentation in English, up to 5 minutes (YouTube link required)
